WIRING PARKING LIGHTS ON 2008-Up Ford Super Duty Pickups

NOTE:
2008-up Ford Super Duty Pickups DO NOT use a (+) parking light wire.

» To properly trigger the parking lights you must ground the GRAY and interrupt the WHITE/VIOLET wire at the light switch,
or if the vehicle has auto headlights, you must ground the GRAY wire, and interrupt the WHITE VIOLET AND VIOLET/GREEN.
This must be done to avoid feedback to the headlights.
